Maternal and Child Health Consortium of Chester County (MCHC) is working to increase CHIP (and Medicaid) enrollment through a combination of community outreach and enrollment activities for children residing in Chester County.  Since 1996, our bilingual staff has coordinated a countywide Health Insurance Enrollment Initiative for women, children, and families, which includes community outreach and education about subsidized health insurance and enrollment assistance into Medicaid and CHIP (Children’s Health Insurance Program).

This countywide effort includes assisting community based health and human service agencies to enroll uninsured children in free and low-cost health insurance programs, focusing mainly on Latino children, whose families face cultural and linguistic barriers in learning about and applying for health insurance coverage.  During MCHC’s thirteen-year history in the community, we have developed the skills and expertise necessary to reach Latinos (a population that is least likely to be insured).  We are a previous Reaching Out grant recipient, selected by the Pennsylvania Department of Public Welfare (DPW).  MCHC has been designated a Community Partner to use the COMPASS system.  Finally, we have developed systems of tracking children we enroll into health insurance through the annual recertification period to ensure that children stay enrolled in the health insurance program.    
· Conduct 5 community outreach education events by June 2009. These outreach events will be conducted by MCHC staff including Family Health Advocates and the Health Insurance Coordinator.  

· Coordinate 1 countywide CHIP enrollment training event in collaboration with the County Assistance Office and local CHIP contractors during the spring 2009 "Cover the Uninsured Week" in West Chester area.  The training will be coordinated by the Health Insurance Enrollment Coordinator and the MCHC Director of Programs.

· Distribute 500 low literacy educational materials in English and Spanish concerning health insurance enrollment throughout the county by June 2009.

· Screen all MCHC participants and their children (Healthy Start and Kennett Square Family Center) for health insurance status.  

· Assist 150 eligible uninsured Healthy Start infants (throughout county) and 20 Family Center families with children (in Kennett Square) with completing a health insurance application.

· Partner agencies submit 150 health insurance applications on behalf of their clients by June 2008.  Partnering agencies will receive an incentive of $25 per completed application.

IDAAY Double CHIP aims to increase CHIP enrollment by implementing a broad based organizing strategy to educate, engage, and enroll eligible youth. This strategy consists of targeting parents with children and teens (up to the age of 19) through a replicable cycle of phases traversing from orientation, training, organizing and registration to enrollment. Throughout each consecutive phase, recurring plan initiatives, i.e., public service announcements, community meetings and volunteer recognition events, will supplement outreach enrollment efforts. Upon receipt of the requested $15,000 to implement this community marketing initiative, IDAAY will integrate the commencement of Double CHIP with its planned open house event as an announcement and celebration of not only the Institute’s move of its Administration offices to a larger centrally located facility, but also the launch of two new programs (Intensive Supervision Program and Job START). IDAAY will enlist its youth and their families, staff, volunteers, community partners and supporters to work with the Institute toward achieving the primary goal of enrolling 100 eligible youth into CHIP by June 30, 2009. This goal will be accomplished by three primary plan initiatives comprised of 1) IDAAY programs census, 2) grassroots outreach / relationship marketing, 3) and bridging the digital divide. The Pennsylvania Health Law Project’s (PHLP) Community Marketing Initiative would focus on three distinct groups: the Chinese, Haitian and African immigrant communities with substantial presence in the Greater Philadelphia region, rural families in Western Pennsylvania, and families throughout Pennsylvania enrolled in CHIP who are due to renew their coverage. Through consultation with local community-based agencies and organizations, customized brochures and integration of outreach activities into on-going client contact, PHLP will target these specific segments of the remaining population of uninsured children.

· Families in small towns and rural areas have greater worries about the stigma of publicly funded programs than those living in larger cities. Anonymity is harder to maintain not only through the application process but also in the utilization of coverage.  To reach families in rural areas of the state, PHLP will generate materials that address the problem of stigma, focusing on “a child you know”, the ability to apply through COMPASS or through the 1-800-986-KIDS Helpline and the absence of CHIP labeling on ID cards. Beginning in Cambria County, PHLP will work to “saturate” the community with information on CHIP, its benefits, the application process and procedures and the removal of income limits. If successful, this “saturation” campaign would be utilized in surrounding counties: Indiana and Blair. A particular focus will be farm families that are under more economic stress, finding it harder to afford individual health insurance policies.  

· Not all families successfully navigate the renewal process to keep their children enrolled in CHIP. There are, undoubtedly, multiple reasons for not renewing, including finding private coverage or becoming eligible for Medicaid. However, a substantial percentage of CHIP enrollees remain eligible at the one-year renewal date. To reach families who fail to renew, PHLP will create renewal-specific materials that describe the renewal process and verification requirements. PHLP will also include a reminder that renewal will be required on all of the outreach materials developed under this proposal. “How to keep your child on CHIP” materials will be developed and distributed throughout the target areas described above, translated where appropriate into Chinese and French. Materials will also be distributed at PHLP outreach events and activities and mailed to Helpline families who indicate children in their household are already covered by CHIP.

Family Connection will promote CHIP to families of children in kindergarten through fourth grade in the Easton Area School District.  There are 3733 students in these grades and 33% of them qualify for free or reduced lunch.   While some of these students qualify for medical assistance, others in a higher income bracket may qualify for CHIP.  The exact number of uninsured students who are eligible for CHIP is unknown.

· At the beginning of the school year, the school nurses at all six elementary schools will compile a list of students whose emergency cards indicate that they are uninsured.  Those students’ families will receive a flyer from the school nurse with information about free and low-cost coverage through CHIP.  This flyer will include a return form so that those who are interested in help with applying for insurance can communicate this to the school nurse and Family Connection.  We will get in contact with families who do not return this flyer to see if we can offer assistance.

Founded in 1980, Public Citizens for Children and Youth (PCCY) serves as the premier child advocacy organization for Southeastern Pennsylvania.  PCCY’s mission is to improve the lives and life chances of the region’s children through thoughtful and informed advocacy and targeted service projects. · PCCY is currently working with the Pottstown Area Health and Wellness Foundation on a project to develop a children’s behavioral health resource guide listing behavioral health care providers in and around Pottstown.  Given our burgeoning work there to increase children’s access to care and the demographics of the region, we believe that the Pottstown area is a relevant community in which to market CHIP.

Families will learn the benefits of CHIP for their children, eligibility requirements and the steps to applying.  Staff will address parents’ concerns and questions regarding CHIP.

· Application Assistance-Community members whose children are eligible for CHIP will be offered assistance in completing their CHIP applications.  Assistance will include translation, completing forms for clients with low literacy, copying and mailing.
