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Governor Corbett says PHMC will Promote Expansion of Children’s Health Insurance Program to Cover All Kids
Pennsylvania Trail of History® sites to feature special admission for children on April 14

HARRISBURG – Governor Tom Corbett today announced that the Children’s Health Insurance Program (CHIP) is partnering with the Pennsylvania Historical and Museum Commission (PHMC) to raise awareness of the newly-expanded CHIP program.

Under the partnership, PHMC will offer special admission to children at Pennsylvania Trail of History® sites on Saturday, April 14, 2007. The sites will admit two children free with the purchase of one adult admission. CHIP enrollment information will be available at all sites.
“April is the first full month for families to enroll their children in CHIP under expanded income guidelines known as Cover All Kids,” said Governor Corbett. “We know that thousands of families have been waiting for this coverage, and we want all families to know that it is available.” 
Governor Corbett said the CHIP program is celebrating its 13th month of unprecedented enrollment with 154,996 children now accessing comprehensive health-care coverage.

“Pennsylvania is outpacing other states in addressing the problems of the uninsured and we now offer health coverage to all uninsured children – no family earns too much to qualify for affordable coverage,” Governor Corbett added. 
Governor Corbett praised the PHMC for helping to boost awareness of the Cover All Kids expansion of CHIP, and also thanked Rite Aid Corporation and Giant Food Stores for offering information about the expansion at their Pennsylvania retail operations. In addition, Rite Aid locations are offering PHMC admission coupons for the special April 14 promotion.
“We are grateful for the many businesses, organizations and individuals who have worked with us to educate the public about the availability of health coverage through CHIP,” Governor Corbett said. “These efforts will help to improve the health of our children and ensure a brighter future for our commonwealth.”

CHIP offers affordable, comprehensive health-care coverage to any uninsured child and teen not eligible for or enrolled in Medical Assistance. It offers coverage for services including doctor visits, prescription drugs, dental and eye care, as well as, immunizations, hospitalization and emergency care.
CHIP premiums are affordable for all families because they’re based on household income. There is no cost for families who qualify for free CHIP. Average monthly premiums for low-cost CHIP could range between $38 and $60 per month, per child. Families with higher incomes who qualify for at-cost CHIP will pay approximately $150 per month, per child.
